Defining the outcomes
Outcomes may be different in different populations
Defining goals of teaching first
- to do the right thing more frequently
- to maintain up-to-date knowledge
- lifelong learning

See Cochrane review by Grimshaw et al on implementation of guidelines.

Is it reasonable that the small intervention (such as a EBHC course) could influence the
result of the large intervention (such as a 5 year medical education)?

We have to define the intervention, the target, and the (specific) effect in this target.
Attitudes have to be measured.

Patient ventered outcomes have to be considered

Ability to analyse a paper

Assessing the structure, the process and the outcome of teaching. Example assessing

the effect of teaching EBHC in a second year medical student or in an experienced spe-
cialist applying for a chief position at a large hospital. Are we applying the same test?
