e perceived barriers
» english reading skills

» adapted Nurses’ Research KAP Survey of Van Mullem
(1999) based on lowa Model for Evidence-based Practice
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sample characteristics

n=991 nurses and allied health professionals

response rate: 40%

sex (N=942) female = 93.3% male = 6.7%
allied health Medical-therapeutic occupations =49
professionals (n=77) biomedical scientist = 28
